EXECUTIVE BRANCH

The job of the executive branch is to carry out and enforce the laws

Wisconsin’s Executive Branch is headed by the Governor.  Our current Governor is Scott Walker.
The president heads the United States executive branch.  Our current president is Barack Obama.
The mayor heads the local executive branch

LEGISLATIVE BRANCH

The job of the legislative branch is to make the laws.  It has Senators and Representatives in it.

The legislative branch is also known as Congress
The 2 parts of the legislative branch at the national level are House of Representatives and the Senate
The 2 parts of the legislative branch at the state level are the State Senate and the State Assembly (also know as the State House of Representatives).

JUDICIAL BRANCH

The job of the judicial branch is to decide if laws are fair or unfair.  It has judges, justices and juries in it.

The Supreme Court is the highest court

9 justices serve on the US Supreme Court

There is always an odd # of justices so court cases can be decided one way or the other and the decision is never split right down the middle.
There are 3 levels of government, national, state and local.
There are 3 branches of government, legislative, judicial and executive.
